· Must be a member of IAVCEI at the time of submission (IAVCEI membership number required) to be eligible for IAVCEI funding
· Submit an abstract for a poster/oral in-person presentation to the conference within the established deadlines - a draft copy of this abstract should be added to the bursary application
· Not previously have been awarded an IAVCEI or IUGG student/ECR travel bursary
· Grants are non-transferable. Awardees unable to use the award for the purpose set out in their application must relinquish it.
· Submit a 200-word motivation letter related to the conference attendance (at the end of this form)
· Submit a 350-word draft abstract to be submitted to the conference (at the end of this form)
· If ECR, include a 200-word supporting statement from their supervisor or PI (at the end of this form)
· Applications must be submitted electronically to lipidc9@sciencesconf.org and be received by the deadline of 23.59 hrs GMT on Thursday April 30th, 2026.
